The habits are: 

1.  Be proactive - take responsibility and initiative.

4.  Think Win-Win – consider others and seek alternatives to conflict. 

5.  Seek first to understand, then to be understood – listen to others, learn from 

their views. 

6.  Synergize – value others’ strengths and team with others to solve problems. 

7.  Sharpen the Saw – taking care of yourself, learning, and finding meaning outside of 

school. 

        Beaumont Elementary staff members spent many hours this summer being trained 

in the 7 Habits, reading literature around the habits, and participating in improving the 

physical look of the inside of the building.
