
 

Dear Parents, 
DROP OFF…PICK UP 

THE HOW TO’S AT BURT! 

Thank you to all parents who happily follow our staff’s 
friendly waves.  Below is a review: 

There should be a natural flow of traffic at all times.  
Several children should be exiting or entering vehicles at 
once. 

DROP OFF: 

 Please stay to the far right as you loop around 
our parking lot. 

 Pull up past the front door all the way down to 
the end of the DROP OFF AREA.  The farther you 
go down, the more kids can be dropped off at 
once. 

 Have your child exit the car on the sidewalk side 
for safety. 

 The driver must not leave the car.  The Drop Off 
Lane is NOT for parking. 

 Move away quickly so others can drop off. 
PICK UP: 

 Pull forward to the yellow sidewalk PICK UP 
AREA section along the bus drive. 

 Pass your child and move to the end of the Pick 
Up Lane if there is empty space in front of you.  
Your child will meet you when you stop. 

 Do not have your child step through traffic to 
reach your car.  This is dangerous! 

 The driver must not leave your car.  The Pick Up 
Lane is NOT for parking. 

 Park your car in a designated parking spot if you 
have business in the school. 

 Move away quickly so others can pick up.

HOW TO EFFECTIVELY COMMUNICATE 

WITH SCHOOL OFFICIALS: 

Parents are often discouraged when they attempt to 

communicate with central office administrators and 

school board members and are sent back to building-

based officials in order to resolve a problem their child 

may be experiencing in school.  To prevent that 

frustration, parents can become informed about the 

“chain of command,” or where to begin the 

communication sequence regarding their problem or 

concern.   

Many parent and community questions are easily and 

completely answered by communication directly with the 

educator in charge of the class or program.  Each 

situation should first be addressed at whatever level the 

initial action was taken with appeals moving on to the 

next level on the chain of command.  The easiest way to 

communicate is via e-mail, and a phone call is the next 

preferable way.
