WHO APPLIES

involved in our organizations and want to continue their leadership training and growth.  

APPLICATION DETAILS 

Your application should be in the form of an organized letter (TYPED) and include the following minimal 

components: 

• Your application should be in the form of a formal letter—it should look like you invested time 

• Your First and Last Name 

• Leadership groups you belong to and how long you’ve been a member 

• Your involvement in activities and what you feel you’ve brought to the team 

• Speak about a special event/activity—why do these stand out to you? What impact did you have? 

• What is ONE of the most important aspects of leadership you have learned? 

• Why, specifically, you feel you should be invited to attend the State Conference?  

o What you know about the conference 

o What you have done to advance the team(s) at Kettering 

o What you hope to learn from attending the conference and the impact it can have 

• Any other special details that you feel need to be considered.  

Letters should be NO LONGER than a single page, typed. 

CONSIDERATIONS 

Please note that ALL members of our Student Council & Leadership teams are encouraged to apply.  This opportunity is one 

that is EARNED, not given—therefore your involvement, investment and responsibility as a role model at Kettering will all be 

considered.  This is a truly great experience for all leaders in their personal and professional growth.
